Welcome back to our Sanctuary organ!  

The three-month maintenance project on our  

magnificent Sanctuary organ has been completed.  

On Tuesday, April 18, Renaissance Pipe Organ  

company from Ann Arbor, Michigan, came down and 

took the organ console apart and took it with them to 

Ann Arbor for work on the keyboards, pedal board, 

and to rewire the console. On Tuesday, July 11, the 

console was reassembled in our Sanctuary and the  

wiring work began in the organ chamber (where the 

pipes are).  This work was finished on Thursday,  

July 20, and now the organ is working with a new  

electrical system (the brains of the organ). This project 

does not affect the sound of the organ, other than everything will be working properly. More information 

about this project, as well as a list of òorgan donorsó will be included in the upcoming edition of First 

News.  If you still wish to contribute to the cost of this project, there is still time. All you need to do is write 

òorgan projectó in the memo line on your check and put it in the offering plate on Sunday or take it to the 

Financial Office. Thank you for your support of this important project!
